4.  USO (noun) An business called the United Service Organization that    
operates canteens for soldiers all over the world. 

 
 5.  Removed (verb) Taken away from a place.  Ex.  The house that was on the 
    corner was removed and repositioned on a new lot across 
    the street rather than being torn down. 
 
 6.  Cargo (noun) Items that are carried to another place by a truck, train,  
    ship, or airplane. 
 
 7.  Slatted (adjective) A way of making a wall or fence using narrow strips of  
    wood that have a space between them so air can go through. 
 
 8.  Circulate (verb) To move around.  Ex.  People at parties circulate through  
    the crowd so they can talk to different people.
