     As we all begin the second decade of the 21st cen-

tury, the Dacotah Prairie Museum begins it’s fourth 

decade in the historic building at 21 South Main 

Street.  After years of planning, the organizers of the 

DPM opened the doors of the new museum on Mon-

day, October 20, 1969, at the Anderson Recreation 

Center (now Aberdeen Senior Center.)     Museum 

backers continued their search for a permanent site 

since the museum could occupy the recreation center 

only until June 1, 1970.  In March 1970 Fred Hatter-

scheidt, Herman Pickus and P.A. Bradbury, all local 

businessmen, donated the Western Union building at 

1st Avenue SE and S Main Street to Brown County 

for the purpose of housing the museum. 

   The museum staff (a director and secretary) began 

moving the small collection to its new location across 

town on May 3 and completed the move on May 11.  

The Dacotah Prairie Museum held its Grand Opening 

in its permanent home on Sunday, October 25.  At the 

time, DPM used only the first floor; other tenants still 

occupied offices on the upper floors. 

   A museum keeps history alive for its constituents; 

during 2010 we’ll examine our own history.  We’ll 

remember and appreciate the work completed at 

DPM by previous staff, boards, and volunteers during the past 40 years.  We will also be 

remembering the year 1970 through small exhibits and new programs to commemorate the 

year’s significance to DPM’s history.  We’ll look at the fashions, fads, music, movies, 

games, technology, and home décor that made life in the 1970s so memorable for so many 

of us.  We’ll highlight events of local or national importance as well.  In addition, we’ll rec-

reate the atmosphere of our first years in the building through pictures, newspaper accounts 

and excerpts from the museum board minutes posted throughout the building. 

   The Dacotah Prairie Museum is your museum; we hope you’ll enjoy this yearlong celebra-

tion of its growth and development.

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   The toys of the late1800s and early 1900s served as tools to teach young children about 
their roles in later life.  The doll buggy was no exception.  Young girls were able to imitate 
the work of their mothers by pushing dolls in these miniature versions of baby carriages.  The buggies 
were made of mostly wood and metal.  Surprisingly, dolls were not originally manufactured to be 
replicas of infants.  The first dolls were made to look like adults, but that changed in the 1850s when 
France introduced the “Bebe” doll.  Although this doll was still not a baby, but a young girl, it ush-
ered in the beginning of a new trend. The Dacotah Prairie Museum has many examples of buggies 
used during this era.

              Verses and Valentine greetings were popular as far back as the Middle Ages, when lovers said                        

                        or sang their valentines. Written valentines began to appear after 1400. The oldest “valentine” in exis-     

             tence was made in the 1400’s and is in a British Museum. Paper valentines were exchanged in Europe where   

             they were given in place of valentine gifts. Paper valentines were especially popular in England. Early valen- 

             tines were made by hand and were made with colored paper, watercolors, and colored inks.  

   In the early 1800’s, valentines began to be assembled in factories. Early manufactured valentines were black and 

white pictures that were painted by workers in a factory. Fancy valentines were made with real lace and ribbons, with 

paper lace introduced in the mid 1800’s. By the end of the 1800’s valentines were being made  

entirely by machine. 

   In the early 1900’s a card company named Norcross began to manufacture valentines. Each year 

Hallmark displays its collection of rare and antique valentines at card shops around the country.
